SAVANNAH, GA. --   Officials with the Savannah District announced the arrival of the new 2007 Annual Day Use Passes for use at U. S. Army Corps of Engineers day use recreation areas.  These annual passes are available for purchase beginning today at the Visitor Centers at the J. Strom Thurmond, Richard B. Russell, and the Hartwell Project Offices.  Passes are also available at the following businesses - Belvedere Marine and Sportsman’s Corner in North Augusta, S.C., Cliatts Crossing in Lincolnton, Ga., and West Marine in Martinez, Ga.  

The new annual passes are valid for 12 months from the date of sale.  An annual pass sold in Feb. 2007 will be valid until Feb. 2008.  The new annual passes are hangtags designed to be hung from a vehicle’s rear view mirror.  Decals on the hangtag display the issue date of the pass.  On open vehicles, such as motorcycles or jeeps, the date decals may be affixed directly to the exterior rear view mirror or some other readily apparent location on the vehicle.  Duplicate passes will no longer be sold, because the hanging pass may be transferred from vehicle to vehicle within the same household.  

The new passes are available for $30.00 purchase price.  The pass permits all passengers in one vehicle to use any Corps of Engineers day use recreation area in the nation for a period of one year.  Corps day use areas typically include boat launch ramps, designated swimming beaches, and picnic areas.  The Annual Day Use Pass does not affect campground usage and campground fees.
