SAVANNAH, GA. --   Officials with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers announced that Corps 

managed picnic shelters and day use areas at Hartwell Lake may be reserved beginning March 1st.  Picnic shelters and day use areas will open April 1st and are ideal places to hold family reunions, church outings, company picnics, meetings and other group outings.  


Picnic shelter reservations cost between $30-$80 per day and day use areas are between  $75-150 per day.  Most picnic shelters and day use areas are lakefront and feature large cooking grills, tables, electrical outlets, water and shelter lighting.  Located in close proximity to most shelters are restrooms, playgrounds and boat launching ramps.  


Reservation procedures have changed.  Reservations are now made by calling the National Recreation Reservation Service (NRRS) toll-free at 877-444-6777 or online at www.recreation.gov.  “In the past, the Corps’ Hartwell Lake Office took the reservation, however, now shelter and day use reservations as well as payments will be taken in the same manner as camping reservations - through NRRS,” said Hartwell Lake Park Ranger Tanya Grant.  “Other changes to be aware of are beginning March 1st reservations can be made up to 360 days in advance and that reservations must now be made three days in advance instead of two,” Ms. Grant said.   


The NRRS is a one-stop reservation service for the U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, National Park Service, Bureau of Land Management and Bureau of Reclamation outdoor recreation facilities and activities.  With over 45,000 reservable facilities at over 1,700 locations, the NRRS is the largest outdoor recreation reservation service in the country.
