This is the third summer that Chick-fil-A has partnered with us on the flotation citation program and we are grateful for their continued generosity and support”, added Ranger Grant.  

More than 45 people have drowned at Hartwell Lake in the past 10 years and 90 percent of those drownings would most likely have been prevented if life jackets had been worn.  Be safe this summer and remember - life jackets only work if you wear them.
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Always wear a life jacket when you are near, on, or in the water.
