Officials monitoring island fire at Lake Hartwell

SAVANNAH, Ga. – U.S. Army Corps of Engineers officials at the Hartwell Dam and Lake project on the upper Savannah River continue to monitor a fire that began on Shaw Island in Lake Hartwell several days ago.  There are no structures or facilities on the 325-acre island which is under license to the state of South Carolina as a wildlife management area.  
Cause of the fire is unknown at this time.  Boaters and campers are urged to avoid Shaw Island until the fire is out.

Currently the fire is consuming only low underbrush and does not threaten large trees.  Such burning naturally occurs in forests and is considered beneficial.  Officials currently plan to allow the fire to take its natural course, but will monitor its progress.  Shaw Island is located between Double Springs and Crawfords Ferry Boat Ramps and west of Andersonville Island. 
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
