B. Typical year assessment(s): The data forms provided by the agent indicate that they
performed a wetland delineation of the project area on May 20, 2020. Based on the Antecedent
Precipitation Tool Version 1.0, which used rainfall data from the Savannah International Airport weather
station, we have determined the delineation was conducted during the dry season (WebWIMP H20
Balance) and that “Normal” rainfall conditions were present for the nearest weather station on the date of
the delineation.

4 Some excluded waters, such as (b)(2) and (b)(4), may not be specifically identified on the AJD form unless a requestor specifically asks a Corps district
to do so.

5 Because of the broad nature of the (b)(1) exclusion and in an effort to collect data on specific types of waters that would be covered by the (b)(1)
exclusion, four sub-categories of (b)(1) exclusions were administratively created for the purposes of the AJD Form. These four sub-categories are not
new exclusions, but are simply administrative distinctions and remain (b)(1) exclusions as defined by the NWPR.
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C. Additional comments to support AJD: The 0.501 acre wetland is fully contained and has no inflow or
outflow structures and is identified as a non-adjacent wetland. There are no natural or manmade discrete
and/or confined surface hydrology connections between the wetland and any other jurisdictional waters.
Therefore, during times of heavy precipitation, there is a very low probability that floodwater would reach an
elevation necessary for water to flow from other jurisdictional waters into the wetland. Even though the
uplands are permeable, a shallow surface connection could not be documented due to the distance from
the non-adjacent wetland to the nearest jurisdictional water.

Based on the above information the 0.501 acre Wetland does not meet any of the adjacency criteria as
defined in paragraphs (c)(1)(i), (ii), (iii), and (iv). The wetland does not abut any (a)(1) through (a)(3) water.
The wetlands are not inundated by flooding from an (a)(1) through (a)(3) water in a typical year. The
wetlands are not separated from an (a)(1) through (a)(3) water by a natural berm, bank, dune, or similar
natural feature. The wetland is also not physically separated from an (a)(1) through (a)(3) water by an
artificial dike, barrier, or similar artificial structure with a direct hydrologic connection.
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
