B. Typical year assessment(s): The Corps conducted a site visit to review the project area on 11/18/2020. 
Using the Atecedent Precipitation Tool Version 1.0, which used rainfall data from the Savannah 
International Airport weather station, we have determined that normal rainfall conditions were present for 
the nearest weather station on the date of the wetland delineation indicating that the site was reviewed 
under conditions representative of a typical year. 

C. Additional comments to support AJD: 
The non-adjacent wetland is surrounded by upland to the north, south, east and west by existing 
development and upland. According to field observations, aerial imagery and LiDAR data, it is not clear that 
the wetlands on site were ever adjacent prior to the human disturbances in the area. The wetland and ditch 
drain into an existing stormwater system associated with the existing adjacent development. This wetland 
is greater than ±2.25 miles from the nearest TNW, Savannah River. 
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
